· Applicant must have a minimum of a 3.0 cumulative GPA in food science
· Applicant must demonstrate exceptional leadership experience 

· Applicant must join or renew student membership to IFT by May 1, 2012

· Applicant must have or obtain a F1 visa if he or she is an international student
