CHAPTER OF THE YEAR COMPETITION
Rules and Regulations

The Chapter of the Year Award is given each year to the Student Chapter that has displayed the most active participation at the local and national level while best displaying IFTSA’s principles and values.  This award was created by IFTSA in order to promote Food Science, encourage leadership and organization and to support the IFTSA strategic plan.   
Any Student Chapter of IFT is eligible to compete.  The selection will be made on the basis of the information provided by each Chapter on the official entry form.  In order to win the Chapter of the Year competition, your Chapter must submit an application. The winning Chapter will be recognized at the IFT Annual Meeting.  Also, the winning Chapter will receive a nameplate on the permanent plaque, which is displayed at the IFT headquarters.  In addition, the winning Chapter receives a plaque to keep, and a monetary award of $1000. Second and third place winners will receive certificates and $500 and $250 respectively. The deadline for entry forms to be in is May 1st by 11:59pm CST every year.
The Most Improved Chapter Award will be given each year to the Student Chapter that has the largest increase in scores when comparing the previous year’s Chapter of the Year entry to the current year’s Chapter of the Year entry form. In order to be eligible for the Most Improved Chapter Award, your chapter must have entered the Chapter of the Year Competition the previous year and must enter the current year. In addition, supporting documentation and complete entries, including sign-up sheets, should be included both years to be considered for Most Improved Chapter Award. The winning Chapter for the Most Improved Chapter Award will be announced at the IFT Annual Meeting. The deadlines for this award are the same as for the Chapter of the Year Award, since it is an addition to the Chapter of the Year Award. The first place prize awarded to the Most Improved Chapter will include a certificate and cash prize of $200.

Additional Guidelines 
1. For the purpose of this competition, chapter members MUST be IFTSA members. A list of chapter members and their IFT numbers must be included. 
2. ALL manually produced documents (attendance sheets, etc.) must be scanned, converted to pdf format, and emailed to the COYC Director so that they can be kept on file.  Attendance sheets may be electronic.  Signatures are not required.  An electronic version of the application must also be sent to the COYC Director via email.  
3. The VP of Competitions must have complete oversight of the competition and review the final results. This includes all the data collected and tabulated, specific scores, as well as designated winners by the COYC Director. The VP of Competitions may review this information on his/her own or designate a committee comprised of IFTSA board members or members from chapters that have not won within the last 3 years to check the accuracy of the results, as seen fit. 
4. The COYC Director must NOT be a chapter president.

The COYC Director must NOT be a member of a chapter that has won the COYC within the last 3 years.

Scoring Sheet for Chapter of the Year Competition

Please note that the scoring for the Chapter of the Year Competition is done at the discretion of the COY chair and applied equitably across the competition. 

Self-calculated scores may be expected to vary from the COY chair’s calculated scores.

Attendance sheets are only required for chapter meetings with planned programs. Events without attendance sheets or attendance sheets that are questionable will not be included in scoring.

Part 1:  Club Activities and Participation (50 % - 250 pts)


Chapter-Related Activities (30% - 150 pts)

Chapter Meetings with Planned Programs (15% - 75 pts) 
A chapter member is defined as a paid IFTSA member. All other “club members” who are not IFTSA members are not considered as chapter members within the context of this competition.
· The number of meetings (5 pts / meeting) accounts for 10% (50 pts). 
· For member attendance, divide the average number of members present by the average number of chapter members.  Multiply by 15 and award as points (3%, 15 pts).  
· For non-member attendance, divide average number of non-members present by the total average attendance.  Multiply by 10 and award as points (2%, 10 pts).

Chapter Sponsored Social Activities, Outreach, and Community Service (15% - 75 pts)
· The number of social events (2 pts/ event) accounts for 4% (20 pts). 
· Total Community Service (hours), divided by total number of Chapter members (max 25 pts)
· 0-0.99 hours per member is 10 points
· 1-1.99 hours per member is 15 points
· 2-2.99 hours per member is 20 points
· 3 hours per member or more is 25 points
· The number of Food Science Outreach events (3 pts/event) will account for 6% (max 30 pts)

IFTSA –Related Activities (20% - 100pts)
Sectional and National IFT Activities (3% - 15 pts)
· For member attendance, divide the average number of members present at the sectional meetings by the average number of chapter members.  Multiply by 10 and award as points (1%, 5 pts). 
· For member attendance, divide this year’s expected attendance at the IFT Annual Meeting by the average number of IFT student chapter members.  Multiply by 5 and award as points (1%, 5 pts).
· For Fun Run participation, divide the number of students preregistered for the Fun Run (at time of COY entry submittal) by the expected attendance of chapter members at the annual meeting). Multiply by 5 and award as points (1%, 5 pts).

Attendance to Area Meetings (6% - 30 pts)
· Excluding College Bowl team members: 
1 – 5 chapter members in attendance (2%, 10 pts)
			 6 – 10 chapter members in attendance (3%, 15 pts)
		              > 10 chapter members in attendance (6%, 30 pts)

IFTSA Activities (6% - 30 pts) (see score sheet for more information)
· Each competition participated in (or answered “YES”) is worth 3 pts (Max = 18 pts)
· Each paper finalist is worth 3 pts (Max = 12 pts)

Participation in Governing Positions for IFTSA and IFT (5% - 25 pts)
· Each position is worth 5 pts






Part 2:  Short Answer/ Essay (50 % - 250 pts)

The essay portion consists of 3 questions.  This section has been added to allow chapter’s to show the individuality of their chapter beyond that which can be captured in Part 1.  This change was made to better align with IFTSA’s Strategic Plan.

Judging of Part 2:  Each application will be judged by three judges. These judges will be made up of SA board members and will include the Presidents (all 3 presidents will evaluate and their scores will be averaged), Advisor, and a new professional from the sponsoring organization. Scores for the three judges will be averaged and the average will be added to the application’s Part 1 score.  

1. Write about a new or changed activity that your club tried out this year. What type of preliminary work had to be done before the activity? What were the goals for this activity? What were the results? How did it impact your club’s food science community?  (20 % of total application, 100 points, 500 words)
2. Write about your club’s outreach activities. How have you worked to educate the public about Food Science or worked to recruit others to Food Science? What were the results of the activities?  Is this an activity you see becoming a yearly event?  (20 % of total application, 100 points, 500 words)
3. Write about how your club has grown or improved over the past year?  Possible areas of focus include – chapter enhancement, membership participation in either the chapter, section, or national IFT etc.  (10% of total application, 50 points, 250 words)
