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Product Tracing Funding Package
How Funds will be used:

With funding help, the Institute of Food Technologists (IFT) will be able to launch a traceability initiative under which several projects will be conducted. The initiative will host a product tracing summit of thought-leaders in product tracing, and work with a multidisciplinary group of product tracing stakeholders (food safety, supply chain, and information technology specialists) to conduct at least one product tracing pilot, and document key learnings. The outcomes of various projects will be promoted. In addition to the benefits listed below, partners will be recognized on all presentations and publications related to the initiative, and IFT hopes funding partners will proudly promote their support of the initiative.
Background Information:

FDA, under the Food Safety Modernization Act, is required to issue regulations pertaining to product tracing based on the findings of pilot studies. IFT, having conducted a landmark study on product tracing for FDA in 2009 and having already facilitated the execution of a small pilot, is perfectly positioned to fulfill this need. A clear vision for product tracing is needed, and IFT will facilitate a product tracing summit where this vision will be articulated. The proceedings of this work will be widely disseminated. A current project funded by the National Center for Food Protection and Defense will be augmented by the Initiative. This work will be conducted in two phases: in the first phase, systems currently in use for capturing, storing, and sharing data will be “tweaked” to facilitate data transfer. In the second stage, industry-supplied data (or mock data based on actual practices) will be used to determine if the interfaces between existing systems are sufficient to trace a product. It should be noted that this project does not involve the development of a single database. IFT expects that other projects will fall under the Initiative as well.
