This is your chance to impact the number and quality of students entering the Food Science field and ensure that Kentucky and southern Indiana and Ohio have a supply of well trained individuals entering the work force.

About the Endowment

The endowment is managed by the Louisville Community Foundation.  Student recipients will be identified through an application to the Bluegrass IFT selection 
committee.  The selection committee will be comprised of no fewer than four Bluegrass IFT representatives and one representative from each University. 

Scholarship recipients shall be students enrolled or entering an undergraduate or an advanced degree program in one of the three institution’s curricula in preparation for a career in the food industry.

· Eligible students should be enrolled in one of the following: Food Science, Chemistry, Engineering, Food Microbiology, Food Industry, or Food Business.

· Candidates with a degree in the above areas could obtain additional training in business, marketing, or culinary sciences.

· Candidates with undergraduate degrees in culinary sciences, engineering, microbiology or similar sciences would be eligible for scholarships when enrolled in a graduate food program.

· Candidates with five years of food manufacturing experience would be eligible for scholarships if enrolled in any food related program.

· Student must be in good academic standing with at least a 2.0 cumulative grade point average (on a 4.0 scale) to be determined at the end of each academic year.

· Scholarships will be for the amount of the tuition each semester.
