	NOTE: All undergraduates (including spring 2012 graduates) are eligible to apply.
IOWA SECTION IFT OUTSTANDING GRADUATE STUDENT SCHOLARSHIP (ISGS)-$500
· One letter of recommendation (see requirements on next page)
· Selection emphasis on IFT participation and student related activities
· Description of research for Thesis/Dissertation, scholarship and coursework, career goals, extra-curricular activities, work experience and letters of recommendation will be considered.
	NOTE: All graduate students (including spring 2012 Graduates) are eligible to apply.
MFPC MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP-Either $500 or two $250
· This scholarship was created with remaining funds from the Midwest Food Processing Conference which was disbanded in 2008.
· If you are applying for the Outstanding Undergraduate or Graduate scholarship, you will automatically be considered for the MFPC Memorial scholarship.

IOWA FOOD INDUSTRY SCHOLARSHIP (IFIS)-$100-$1000 depending on sponsorships
· One letter of recommendation (see requirements on next page)
· Selection emphasis on industry participation/experience/involvement
· IFT participation, scholarship and coursework, career goals, extra-curricular activities and the letter of recommendation will also be considered.
Required elements for all scholarships:

· Letter of Recommendation:

· All Scholarships only need one letter of recommendation—from a faculty member or an 	industry member who has worked with the student.  The letter should include a general 	appraisal of scholarship and research performance (for graduate students), extracurricular 	activities, work experience and character.  

· Persons writing letters are to place the letter in a sealed envelope with the letter writer’s signature on the sealed edge and be submitted with the application.
  

· Resume:  Include career goals, list of awards, honors and scholarships; list of extracurricular activities (with leadership/committee roles); list of hobbies; list of work experience; list of research projects and published/presented papers.

· College transcript(s): Copy of all college transcripts.  An unofficial copy is acceptable. 
· Iowa Section IFT Participation: Please list Iowa Section IFT meetings you have attended in the past two years.  Which meeting was your favorite and why?  

· Why is the Iowa Section IFT Scholarship important to you?  Provide a response in a paragraph or two (maximum of 150 words).
