Committee Reports:

CVIFT: Not present   

MBIFT: Planning is underway for their next meeting.

SJVIFT: Working on next year’s meeting schedule

Treasurer: Checks were cut for the High School Science Fair student winners.  Dave Sholty and Lazlo Somogyi will discuss putting Supplier’s Night money into the general NCIFT account.  The audit committee will meet once again later in May.  A budget for the next fiscal year needs to be prepared.

Supplier’s Night:  Sharon Roesler – Have 234 tables, down a little from last year.  Had 120 golfers and about 20 more for dinner.  Did have some competition, as Chicago Sweeteners also scheduled a symposium for the same day.

Reception:  Dave Sholty – Looking for a possible alternative for Supplier’s Night next year.  They are open to suggestions.

The group expressed their appreciation to Sharon Roesler, Sharon Maxon and Dave Sholty for all of their work on Supplier’s Night.

Program Arrangements: Eric Wilhelmsen – Working on next year’s schedule.  September will be Long-timers Night.  December will be a joint holiday meeting with CVIFT.
