Committee Reports:

CVIFT: Rick Falkenberg reported that he has 30 vendors for Hilmar Cheese,  CVIFT is also planning to have a meeting in March or April, probably in Newman, CA and would like to invite John Sharfenberger as a speaker.

MBIFT: Karen Lapsley reported that MBIFT will probably have a joint meeting with NCIFT in March.  They are looking at the Steinbeck Museum as a possible venue.

SJVIFT: Tammy Tuell noted that Bob Noyes, a wine sensory person, may speak at the wine tasting at Wente Brothers on 2 Dec.

Treasurer: Laszlo Somogyi presented the 2004-05 budget and the first quarter financials. He noted that more time was needed to sort out the financials (having just taken over as treasurer) and thus, filed a tax extension from 1 Oct ‘04 to 1 Jan ’05. A proposal was presented by the UC Davis IFT student representatives for funds to host the IFT Western States College Bowl on a Saturday in April.  Sharon Shoemaker suggested the Culinary Institute of America (CIA) in St. Helena might be a good site and offered to approach Greg Drescher, Education Director at the CIA, to determine if this is possible.  Laszlo Somogyi moved to support the student proposal up to $1500.  Rick Falkenberg seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

A proposal was presented to provide $500 in support of the Ozone IV Conference to be held on March 2-4 in Fresno, CA.  Ted Herrera moved to support the event and Tammy Tuell seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.
