The Thirteenth Annual San Joaquin Valley IFT Scholarship Golf Tournament is scheduled for Thursday, October 6, 2011, at
Riverbend Golf Club, 43369 Avenue 12, Madera, CA and you are cordially invited to be a part of this event.
