Job Title: Adjunct Faculty Position

Job Summary:

The Culinary Nutrition program at Johnson & Wales University is seeking an adjunct faculty member to teach Product Research and Development for 11 weeks in the spring term beginning March 10, 2011. The class is held from 1:00 pm – 5:00 pm on Thursdays.

Class time includes both lecture and lab components.

Course information: 

Product Research and Development is a senior level three-credit course that builds upon and applies knowledge learned in several previous courses, including nutrition and sensory analysis, food science and cost control.  Lecture components take the students through the overall interdisciplinary process of product development from trend identification, concept development, prototyping, and scale up.  Students work in teams to create food products from concept through prototype optimization during the lab portion of class.  The class is conducted in a non-production kitchen and students are expected to scale and convert formulas, complete basic costing calculations, as well as perform and interpret nutritional analyses.
